4. Show your parents how to find a biography of Abraham Lincoln

5. Explore Destiny Quest.  If you find a book you might like to read, put it on hold.

6. Show your parents Web Path Express and explain how it will be helpful to students.

7. Access Encyclopedia Britannica PreK-5, look for information about a favorite animal.
